Arthur A. Luther was eventually a pastor of little church in North Collins, NY. When he
wrote today’s song, he was playing the piano for an evangelistic team. They were
ministering in Somerset, Kentucky, a town at the time that you could only access by
mountain railroad once a week; it was literally “the end of the line.”

They started their meetings, and had only ministered for a day, when Art received a
telegraph that his young son had taken ill and been rushed to the hospital. To
paraphrase what Art said: “I felt so helpless, and with being so many miles away from
home without an easy route back. Then | remembered how limited man can be in
these times of life. | began to collect my thoughts and talk to the Lord, because | knew
that He alone had the answer to my problems. After prayer, | sat at the piano and just
doodled with chords as my heart was still talking to God. Then the thought that ‘Jesus
never fails’ came to me. | wrote the chorus first, then a verse (I originally wrote the
second verse as the first one). When | finished, a peace settled on my heart. | knew
that the God Who never fails would find an answer. Just then a knock came at the
door of someone with a telegraph message that my son came through the crisis and all
is well.”

Let come what may,
He is with us now!
